WHAT YOU’LL NEED

Family trees can be traced back hundreds of years and can often 

bring up fascinating facts and information about your history and 

ancestry. Explore your family tree and try to find out about people 

and stories that you weren’t aware of. 

AAt the bottom of a piece of paper write your name. Then draw a 

line outward with the name of your parents on. Above that write the 

names of your grandparents on either side. This might be as far as 

you can go, without asking for help. Now speak to your parents and, 

where possible, grandparents to find out more information about 

their parents and grandparents. How far back can you go? 

AAs well as finding out names, try and find out what occupation they 

had, if they had any siblings and if they are still alive. You might also 

want to ask if there are any stories about these people that your 

relatives know of. You may be related to a war hero, someone born 

in another country or even someone who was famous.
